Fiske Warren, A Single Taxer , and a glimpse of 
not so often published history 
 
Even the most cursory look into Westbrook’s History, and 
one would inevitably stumble upon the story, or at least 
part of the story, of Samuel Dennis Warren. Founder of 
the paper mills, Mr. Warren’s legacy lives on to this day 
in both name and deed. But, tucked away in the margins 
of that same Westbrook History are the exploits and 
passions of yet another Warren. 
 
Charles “Fiske”  Warren was the youngest of Sam 
Warren’s five children. “Fiske”  as he was commonly 
called, was a man passionate in his beliefs. Chief among 
those was his strong conviction that land speculation 
would lead to the ruination of our economic system. And, 
he set out to remedy what he believed would lead to heavy 
taxation, intolerable property values, and the ability of the 
common man to provide a home. 
 
In 1911 Fiske Warren and others established the “Tax 
Colony”  of Halidon. Halidon is so called, it is believed, in 
reference to the Battle of Halidon Hill. Fiske Warren was 
a great admirer of the poet Sir Walter Scott. 
 
Despite his wealth Fiske Warren traveled in third class 
aboard the luxury liners of his day. Making four trips 
around the world in his life time, he often wrote in what 
he termed “ familiar letters”  about his “single taxers.”  
 
Halidon being a “single tax colony”  was comprised of 128 
acres. The land was held in trust, and tax was paid to the 
City of Westbrook on the entire parcel. Those living upon 
the land were free to improve the land with homes and 
business without incurring an increase in their taxes, but 
paying rent to the trust. 
 
Very little is left of the Village of Halidon. The trust was 
dissolved in 1933, not long after Fiske’s death. “The 
Gordon”   a house that sits on a promontory of land above 

the Presumpscot River and a stone building on the road 
below are all that are left of the infrastructure, save for a 
delipatated pump house that until fairly recently supplied 
water to the whole community of Halidon. 
 
In an interesting side note of history, Westbrook’s 
association with the Warrens brought it within the scope 
of famous people and, by extension, into a contentious and 
tragic situation. It would seem that Samuel Warren Jr. was 
a law partner and friend of the now famous Justice Louis 
Brandeis of the United States Supreme Court. Mr. 
Brandeis  administered the trust set up by Sam Warren Sr. 
which upon his death controlled the mills at Westbrook. 
 
Justice Brandeis’s appointment to the Supreme Court was 
challenged in Congress. There were those that would 
allege that he, in collusion with the younger Sam Warren, 
was disproportionately dispersing monies from the trust. 
Such an allegation was the basis for a suit brought by Ned 
Warren against his older brother. Fiske sided with Ned in 
the fray. Ultimately, on the eve of the suit reaching trial, 
Samuel Warren Jr. put a shotgun to his head and pulled 
the trigger. This seems a fact that the history of Westbrook 
has largely chosen to ignore. 
 
While Fiske did have some involvement with the mill, and 
is thought by some to be a driving force in the growth of 
the “research lab” his interests were far flung. He was an 
outspoken spokesman against American Imperialism, and 
a staunch supporter of Philippine Independence. 
Like all the Warren children, Fiske was a philanthropist, 
who with his family gave much to the world of art in 
Boston, giving up to 90 % of the collection at the Boston 
Museum of Fine Art.  But, Fiske seems to be more the 
champion of the common man, setting up single tax 
colonies in his native Harvard, Massachusetts, Westbrook, 
Maine and the Republic of Andorra, among others. 
 
More information about Fiske Warren and his locally 
famous family can be gleaned at the Warren Memorial 
Library and the Westbrook Historical Society. Much 
information on the Warren Family is revealed in a book 
entitled The Mount Vernon Warrens by Martin Green. 
The book is available in the Historical Society and at the 
Walker Memorial Library.
